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This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.  
Part A: Curriculum music 
This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve. 
Curriculum Access and Allocation: We publish our music curriculum for each year group within our termly overviews on our school website and Class Dojo. Within this section of our website you will be able to view the Kapow long term plan, which will detail how we increase access for disabled pupils and support SEND students. Our curriculum information specifies the weekly time allocation for music education per year group and term of the academic year. For more details, refer to our Music Curriculum Progression Documents.  
Guidance and Opportunities: Our music curriculum follows the model music curriculum (March 2021) delivered through the Kapow scheme, for teaching music from EYFS to Key Stages 2. We offer opportunities for pupils to learn singing and/or instrument playing during lessons, including whole-class ensemble teaching. In Year 3, the curriculum is delivered by an expert tutor from the Derby and Derbyshire Music Partnership who teaches all key knowledge and skills through the playing of string and/or wind instruments.  This year group then performs at the Halle Concert in the Summer Term with other schools, also enhancing the experience.
Partnerships and Support: We collaborate with local music hubs and other music education organisations to enhance our music program and provide additional support for our students. Some of these include the Derby and Derbyshire Music Partnership, Rock Steady and peripatetic music teachers.   
Part B: Co-curricular music 
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum. 
Music Tuition Options: Our school offers a range of music tuition outside lesson time, including one-to-one, small-group, and large-group sessions for both instrumental training. Our peripatetic music offers includes guitar, piano/keyboard, violin/viola and clarinet.   
Ensembles and Music Groups: Pupils can join various ensembles outside lesson time, such as choir club for KS2 and Rock Steady sessions on Friday afternoon. The choir club uses the ‘Sing-Up’ platform in order for children to have a visual of the songs. In 2026, the choir will begin practising for a collaborative concert within the Transform Trust.  The school choirs will perform together in concert in the Summer term.  Rock Steady is a privately run organisation which provides fun and inclusive in-school rock and pop band lessons for which a fee is charged to parents/carers.  The bands then perform in a school concert to parents and peers termly.
Progression and Opportunities: The school benefits from its partnership with the Derby and Derbyshire Music Partnership to support co-curricular music activities.  Music lessons take place weekly and the progress is tracked using Kapow, which is a sequence of lessons and resources using body beats and instruments.  Singing, instruments and performances are taught to enable children to recognise how music links to other subjects within the curriculum.
Part C: Musical experiences 
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts. 
Planned Musical Experiences: The academic year includes regular musical activities such as singing in assemblies, school musical performances, concerts and shows, along with trips to external concerts/musicals. These events are designed to involve pupils from various year groups either as participants or audience members. All children across both key stages participate in a whole school ‘Sing-Up’ assembly every Thursday for thirty minutes. We utilise the ‘Sing-up’ online platform to sing songs from a diverse range of genres together. We incorporate skills such as warm-ups, rhythm games and harmonisation within these sessions.  KS2 children are eligible to join our school choir who will deliver performances throughout the year. All children perform music live to parents during our whole school Christmas performance hosted by one of our local churches. 
Participation and Support: The school collaborates with Derby and Derbyshire Music Partnership to enhance music experiences.
In the future 
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years. 
Planned Improvements: Pupil Voice will enable improvements to be made according to the children’s opinions.  During the next academic year, we will be taking part in Trust events.  We will look to enhance the resource of musical instruments to enrich lessons further.  We aim to enhance further by networking with colleagues through Transform Trust.  We will continue to manage the development of music.  These changes aim to align with the 7 features of high quality music provision.  We look to showcase musical performances to a wider audience.
Implementation Timeline: Specific improvements are scheduled for a phased introduction in the coming years.
